The Learning Never Stops Packet:

Art Grade 7--2009-2010 

Lesson: White-On-White Paper Sculpture - Mask making

Materials: 

White tag board or card stock

Xacto knives

Scissors

Glue

Pencil

Old magazines

Sketchbooks 

Note: You may also make animal faces.

Objectives:  

You will explore a variety of paper sculpting methods and create a white on white mask form. 

You will be aware of several different forms of relief sculpture and a variety of masks 

You will create a relief face showing personal identity,  animal totem or cultural mask and write a reflection about the piece. 

Procedure: 

1. You are familiar with pop-up books and cards, and paper sculpture. How do you think some of these art forms were created.   Some paper sculpting methods do not require any glue. 

2. You may use an Xacto knife and paper and use an old magazine as a cutting surface. Look up the terms scoring and slotting. Practice fringing, curling, bending, slotting, creasing, and weaving. You may use these methods and any combination of, or any new methods you learn along the way. 

3. Your challenge is to create a white on white cut paper mask-like form. You are encouraged to sketch out your plans ahead of time though you may change your direction along the way. 

4. No pencil lines should be visible, paper should be cut, not torn, glue should not be visible, etc. The finished forms may be of any size . 

5. Mount your finished form on black paper or black poster board for display.
